| Whereas, Article V Section 2 of the Foothill College Academic Senate
Constitution fixescompensation for the two part-time Senators elected
to represent part-time faculty at a rate of $300 per academic quarter;
and

1 Whereas, the quarterly time commitment of at least five senate
meetings along withattendant preparation and follow-up duties
typically exceeds 15 hours; and

i Whereas, by custom and practice, the Academic Senate compensates its
officers for theirsummer service at a rate of $3000 for 60 or more hours of
work consistent with Schedule G of the Faculty Association Agreement
concerning hourly compensation for noninstructional duties; and

v Whereas, the Academic Senate can express its broadly-held and deeply-
felt professionalregard for our part-time colleagues most concretely
through pay equity; be it hereby

Resolved,
that the Academic Senate propose to our membership an amendment to
Article V Section 2of the Senate constitution [full text below] to specify that
compensation for part-time Senators elected to represent part-time faculty is
to be set by the most recent senate resolution on the topic; and, be it
further

Resolved,
that in the event the membership accept the constitutional amendment, the
rate of compensation for part-time Senators
