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Recommendation 
Based on all available data, there appears to be a significant undersupply of Cloud Computing workers compared 
to the demand for this cluster of occupations in the Bay region and in the Mid-Peninsula sub-region (San Francisco 
and San Mateo Counties). The gap is about 5,541 students annually in the Bay region and 1,812 students annually 
in the Mid-Peninsula Sub-Region. 

This report also provides student outcomes data on employment and earnings for programs on TOP 0707.10 - 
Computer Programming in the state and region. It is recommended that this data be reviewed to better understand 
how outcomes for students taking courses on this TOP code compare to potentially similar programs at colleges in the 
state and region, as well as to outcomes across all CTE programs at College of San Mateo and in the region.
