Assistive listening devices are used in theater to 
allow audience members who are hard of hearing 
to understand the performance. Not having a 
functional assistive listening system is a serious 
accessiblity issue. The assistive listening system 
we currently have in the Lohman Theater is only 
minimally functional because the receivers are 
worn out and out of date (the manufacturer has 
discontinued the model we currently have). This 
prevents some audience members, some of whom 
are students or potential students, from being able 
to engage with the performance.

A new wide angle camera and video recording 
system in the Lohman Theatre will greatly aid 
theater faculty and students by allowing us to 
record full stage rehearsals and performances. 
These recordings are necessary for many 
purposes including allowing students to review 
and practice choreography and blocking at home 
(especially important for inexperienced 
performers, neurodivergent performers, and
