RE: Early Summer Survey Results

Overview

Studentswho enrolled in the early summer session (Jundudy 1§ were identified and invited

to complete an online survey asking whether they would have enrolled in the same course(s) if
it were offered during the regular session only. There were 507 respondents 81061

students, representing eesponse rate of 17%. Note that 60 students who completed the

survey had dropped their early summer courséisthe time the survey closed, representing

12% of all survey respondents.

Highlights

X Slightly over half of the respondernitgdicated that they would enroll in the same course
were it offered during the regular summer session (52%) whiletbmé indicated they would
not (33%).

X Almost half of the respondents reside in Santa Clara County (41%) and almédstione
live in Southern Californigouth of Santa Barbarg)8%). This response rate is comparable to
non-respondents (Santa Clara County: 38% and Southern California (16%).

X Students living in Northern Californfaorth of San Franciscodpresented a higher
percentage of rgzsondents than nofrespondents (8% of vs. 5%).
X Respondents indicating they would enroll in the same course during regular summer

session enrolled primarily in BSS (40%) and FAC (26%), while those who responded that they
would not enroll during the regulasummer session were enrolled at a higher percentage rate
in BSS (53%), but a lower rate in FAC (16%).

X Students responding that they would enroll in the same course during the regular
summer session were more likely to indicat¢they needed/wanted to enroll in course; 2) the
coursewasnot offered during regular summer session; é8)dhe early summer start date
conflicted with finals abther quarter system colleges

X Studensresponding that they would nanroll in the same course during the regular
summer sessiowere more likely to indicatet) conflicts/limits with schedule andgns; 2) a
preference forboth sessionsstudents were enrolledh both summer termg$or acceleration

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X Students responding that they were unsure if they would enroll in the same course
during the regular summer session were more likely to indicate that it would depend on their
schedule and plans, but that they still liked the early summer timing.

Table 1 shows the response rate to the main survey question about student interest in enrolling
in regular summer session should the same course be offered.
